IMAGE PRINTING
·     Design or select image on the computer.
·     Mirror  image before printing
· Print image on the coated side of  transfer paper
· Allow the printed image to dry before transferring
HEAT TRANSFER APPLICATION

Commercial Heat Press
· Set heat press at 385- 400 degrees Fahrenheit and allow to come to set point
· Set press for medium pressure.
· Pre-heat garment for a few seconds to remove moisture or wrinkles.

· Place transfer paper face down and press for 25- 30 seconds
· Remove paper while HOT.

LAUNDRY INSTRUCTIONS
Wash and dry your transfer according to your fabric’s normal wash instructions.
No special laundry instructions needed.
STORAGE CONDITIONS
Always store unused paper in a cool and dry area sealed in a plastic bag so paper is not exposed to any extreme humidity and temperature.  
Recommended storage conditions for best performance: 20-30C /45-60% RH for 1 year.
NOTE:  Testing procedures to simulate real- world use have been established and applied to our paper products in our technical and research department. We have tested our products on multitude substrates, using different printers, transfer equipment, detergents, and washing processes, etc.  We still recommend that you test the paper on your chosen printer / copier and material as it is impossible to duplicate every printing or transfer application. 
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
